V. Operational & Project Updates
Mosquito Control Update
Greg Barron provided an operational update regarding seasonal mosquito control efforts:
· Trapping: Field trapping started earlier this season to gather comprehensive field data. This early data has guided successful fogging operations in areas even where public requests have not yet been logged.
· Aviation: The helicopter has completed two flights to date. During the second flight, a long-term control product was applied to preemptively manage population growth on the Oregon side of the Columbia River in the event the helicopter faces a two-week delay returning.
· River Conditions: The Columbia River levels remain expectedly high for this time of year. General public requests for fogging are beginning to trickle in.
Vector Control Building Facility Update
The committee reviewed the status of the building facility procurement process:
· Bids have been formally issued, resulting in several inquiries from general contractors.
· The committee discussed the desired scope of completion (turn-key vs. basic finishes like flooring and lock installations).
· Consensus: The committee agreed to omit automatic electronic doors from the immediate project scope but directed that electrical wiring be "roughed-in" to the door locations to accommodate future electronic upgrades easily.
